• Please fully complete sponsorship forms so Gift Aid can be claimed, which gives the charity 

extra money at no cost
• Return all forms and donations to the school office with your child’s name and class

Our children are creating a giant outdoor whale sculpture from single-use plastics to highlight 
ocean pollution and celebrate marine life. This hands-on project mixes art, science and global 
citizenship .... children will collect, sort and attach clean, dry plastics, learn about waste 
reduction and design the finished display for the school grounds. Here is an example:
